Residency Deter mination Statement

A Residency Determination Statement must be completed at the time of initial enrollment in any credit course at Garrett College. Residency
status is also declared by affidavit at each semester’ s registration with the College, at which time the student must indicate whether his/her
domicile is the same as or different from that affirmed at the initial enrollment.

RESIDENCE (DOMICLE): The student’s permanent place of abode where physical presence and possessions are maintained and where
the student intends to remain indefinitely. The domicile of a dependent person isthat of the person contributing the greatest portion of
support, without regard to whether the parties are related by blood or marriage.

COUNTY or REGIONAL RESIDENT: A student isacounty or regional resident if he/she maintains alegal, primary residence (domicile)
there and has done so for a period of NOT LESS THAN 3 MONTHS PRIOR TO THE DATE OF ENROLLMENT at Garrett College.
