Housing Contract & Billing

Your College
Housing Contract

Your housing contract is a le-
gally binding agreement that you
made to reside in College housing.
If you are a freshman, transfer, or
returning student who entered
into the contract after the start of
the Fall semester, your commit-
ment is for the entire academic
year. If you began attending
Garrett College in the spring, your
contract is binding for that semes-
ter.

Returning your room key and
moving out does not cancel your
housing contract. This would be a
violation of your housing contract
for which you would still be finan-
cially liable. All notifications re-
garding your contract should be
made in writing to the Coordinator

of Residence Life. Cop-
ies of the College Hous-

4 ing Contract are avail-

able in the Office of Residence Life
(105 Laker Hall). You are responsi-
ble for the provisions contained
within the contract.

Your College housing contract
obligates you to follow all of the
rules in both the Residence Life
Guide, as well as the Student Con-
duct Code and any other College
policy. If you are found responsi-
ble for violating any of these com-
munity standards and the violation
results in your removal from the
residence halls, you are still re-
sponsible for fulfilling your hous-
ing contract.

Payment of
Housing Bills

Payments are due at the first of
each month, or at the time estab-
lished according to your payment
plan with the Garrett College Busi-
ness Office. Payments and all in-
quiries regarding housing account

balances may be made in person,
by mail, or via the telephone with a

major credit card by calling the

Business Office.

Damage Deposit
& Damage Billing

Each year students are billed a
$200 damage deposit to be used
for deducting room and common
area damages through the course
of the year. At the end of the
school year you are entitled to the
remaining funds in the deposit if
you do not have any balance due
on your student account.

The most effective way to elimi-
nate excessive abuse of College
property is for each resident to
assume responsibility for his/her
own actions. It is your responsibil-
ity to leave your room clean and in
the condition in which you found
it. If you see someone damaging
your room or any part of the hall,

report it to an RA or the Office of
Residence Life at once. This action
will help eliminate charges being
billed to residents who were not
directly involved in the damage.
The College prefers to bill only
the individuals actually responsi-
ble for damages and not the resi-
dents of the floor or building.
However, when those parties re-
sponsible are not known, the cost
of damages will be deducted from
the housing deposit of each stu-
dent on the floor or in the area. In
the event that damage costs exceed
the amount of the housing deposit,
the remaining amount will be
charged to your student account.
You are responsible for dam-
ages in your room, including all
common areas. You are also re-
sponsible for any damage caused
in the residence hall by your
guests. Any initial damages not
noted on your Room Condition
Report are your responsibility.



Breech of the housing contract will
also forfeit your damage/security
deposit.

Room Condition
Report (RCR)

Prior to moving into your room,
residence hall staff checked your
room and indicated its condition
on a room condition report (RCR).
You and your roommates are each
required to sign the RCR prior to
moving into your room. It is im-
portant that you review this form
for accuracy and completeness.

Guidelines for

These are the charges to repair any damages
to your room or replace furniture and appli-
ances in your room if it is damaged while in
your care. Student Conduct fines are inde-
pendent of these charges. These charges are
subject to change.

Communlty StandaFdSons in line with their

of Conduct

As in any group setting, residence
halls have rules and regulations
that establish the standards and
rights of membership. When
members of residence hall
communities choose to break
rules, residence halls become
unpleasant places in which to live.

The Garrett College Student
Conduct Codehas jurisdiction over
all conduct occurring on the
campus of Garrett College,
including in the residence halls.
(The Code also has jurisdiction of
Garrett College students in certain
off-campus situations.) In addition
to its contribution to the academic
mission of the College, the student
conduct process is also designed to
support community
standards while allowing
students to make

individual lifestyles and value
systems.
Your College housing contract

obligates you to follow all of the
rules in both the Residence Life
Guide, as well as the Student
Conduct Code and any other
College policy. If you are found
responsible for violating any of
these community standards and
the violation results in your
removal from the residence halls,
you are still responsible for
fulfilling your housing contract.
The Student Conduct Code which
is published in the GC Student
Handbook, and may also be found
online.

Residence Hall
Violations

The residence hall regulations of
Garrett College are designed to
protect the individual within an

environment that promotes
personal and academic
achievement. The following rules
for student behavior are designed
to enhance vyour living and
learning environment. Violations
of any rule or regulation will lead
to disciplinary action. Where such
action is necessary, residence hall
students may also face civil
liability or criminal prosecution.
Students are responsible for
becoming familiar with and acting
upon their rights and
responsibilities.

Matters of safety and security are
of primary importance to the
residence hall community.
Students who are careless may
jeopardize the welfare of everyone.
As such, safety violations will be
addressed through serious
sanctions, including termination of
a studentds

rejection of future application

requesting housing.

Students are expected to forego
personal convenience in the
interest of community safety. This

means that behaviors like
propping doors, using alarmed

doors, and not locking room doors
are serious infractions of safety
and security matters. The Office of
Residence Life reserves the right to
initiate administrative moves

made in the best interest of a
student ds room

information that indicates College

policies or residence hall rules are
being violated or if the condition of

the room is thought to present a
health and safety concern.

Violation of any rules listed in the
Residence Hall Guide is also a
violation of the Student Conduct
Code. Residents are expected to

contents of the Residence Life
Guide and will be subject to
disciplinary action for violating
any of the following rules
according to the process described
in the Student Conduct Code The
following rules of conduct outline
behaviors which are specifically
prohibited within the residence
halls:

Alcohol:  The use and possession
of alcohol is prohibited even if
you are of legal drinking age. You
may not have on residence hall
property empty alcohol
containers including, but not
limited to: beer cans, liquor and/
or wine bottles. This is a health
and safety matter, and also
ensures compliance with the
state law in regards to underage
possession of alcohol. Beer
bongs, empty kegs, etc., are also
prohibited.

Community Standards of C

Complicity . A student shall not,
through act or omission, assist
another student, individual, or
group in committing or
attempting to commit a violation
of the Student Conduct Code or
any part of the Residence Hall
Guide. A student who has
knowledge of another
committing or attempting to
commit a violation of the Student
Conduct Code is required to
remove him or herself from the
situation, and failure to do so
when reasonable under the
circumstances may be the basis
for a violation.

Computer  Misuse Garrett
College has established
guidelines regarding computer

use. Violations of these rules are
a violation of the Student
Conduct Code and may result in
loss of computer privileges in

Abuse and/or
Misuse of Property The
College will hold responsible
individuals or groups for
intentional or negligent acts
involving completed or
attempted damage to and/or
abuse of College or private
property. Individuals or groups
found responsible for destruction
or abuse of property shall be
required to make just restitution
for the loss of damage in addition
to other sanctions which might
be imposed. Property offenses
include, but are not limited to
the following:

Destruction,

eMalicious destruction,
defacement, damage or misuse of
College property or of private or
public property on-campus or
being used for a College
sponsored event.

e Destroying, damaging, misusing,
reproducing, or defacing any

student identification card,
College-provided key or other
access card, residence hall access
card, laboratory equipment,
athletic equipment, or any
material issued or owned by the
College.

e Littering on or in any College

property, facility, or building,
which includes the improper
disposal of trash or smoking
refuse.

® Expelling bodily fluids, including
urinating, defecating, or
expectorating, in any area of
College buildings, facilities, or
property.

e Engaging in conduct that may
result in damage or destruction
of any College building, facility
or property, including without
limitation skateboarding or
rollerblading on steps,
railings, banisters or 7

e Disposing of trash anywhere
other than in designated areas.

Discriminatory Conduct . Acts
of violence/verbal attack directed
against individuals, groups, or
institutions  because of race,
religion, age, gender, ethnic
background, or sexual
orientation which may result in
physical injury or property
damage will not be tolerated by
Garrett College.

Doors/Windows: Nothing,
including trash should be thrown
or dropped from the windows.
Screens are not to be unscrewed
or removed from windows.
Windows are not to be used as
means of entrance or exit to a

room. Students are not
permitted to sit in
windows at any time.
8 Laker Hall residents are

not permitted to unsecure their
windows. For the safety of all
residents, locked exterior doors
may not be propped or otherwise
disabled.

Drugs . The College prohibits the
possession, use, consumption,
manufacture, sale, or

distribution of drugs and drug
paraphernalia.

Failure to Comply . It is a
violation to ignore, disobey,
disregard, or otherwise violate
any provision of the Student
Conduct Code or any applicable
rule. Specific violations include,
but are not limited to:

e Failing to comply with the
directive of any College official
(including Resident Assistants);

® Failure to comply with the
sanction(s) imposed under the
Student Code;

o Failing to identifying yourself to
College officials (including
Resident Assistants) when asked

® Failing to comply with the terms
of any policy, procedure or
agreement, including the
College® Housing Contract or
any other agreement between a
student and a College official or
department; or

® Failing to comply with any
applicable federal, state, or local
law.

Fire Safety: Student rooms are
part of a larger community and
steps are taken to protect the

safety of all students in the
community.
eTampering with fire

extinguishers, fire alarms, smoke
detectors, sprinkler systems, or
any type of fire safety equipment
is strictly prohibited when no fire

or immediate danger exists.
Violators are subject to removal
from the residence hall and to
suspension and/or expulsion or
referral to the criminal court
system.

e Students should not have open
flames, burn incense, or conduct
themselves in such a manner as
to increase the risk of fires in the
residence halls.

® Student rooms should allow easy
egress and doors should not be
tampered with or propped open.

e Students who fail to leave the
building during a fire alarm will
be subject to severe sanctions,
including a $100 fine.

Gambling: Gambling is
prohibited within the residence
halls.

The Office of
Residence Life maintains and
publishes a list of prohibited
items, which may be different for
each residence hall. Possession of
any items on the list of prohibited
items subject to disciplinary
action. The published list is not
exhaustive. Residence Life staff
reserves the right to remove items
which may pose a threat to the
health or safety of residents or to
the community, or which have a
potential to damage facilities.

Disturbances: An
atmosphere conducive to normal
living and study must be
maintained 24 hours a day in the
residence halls. As always, respect
for the rights and freedoms of
other residents should be the basic
guideline for behavior. Minimum
guidelines will be established by
the Residence Life Office. Each

hall, wing, or apartment may

further restrict quiet hours for

their area and are to take
responsibility for enforcing these

hours. Radios, stereos and TV sets
must be played discreetly at all
times. Stereo speakers are not to
be played out windows. Musical
instruments are not to be
practiced in the residence halls;
acoustic instruments or electronic

keyboards may be practiced with

Residence Hall Furniture and
Equipment:  No student shall
take any college owned
furnishings/equipment out of the
room assigned to him/her or
move any of the equipment out
of its designated area.
Furnishings assigned to public
areas within the hall are for use
by all residents and should not
be moved into individual rooms
or shifted from one hall to
another. Such removal will be
considered to be an act of theft.

Room Alterations: Alterations
to the residence hall rooms,
(including, but not
10 limited to electrical
wiring, attaching

hardware to walls, ceilings or
doors, constructing platform

beds, waterbeds, ceiling fans or
painting rooms), are not

authorized except in accordance
with college policy as issued by
the Residence LifeOffice.

Sexual Offenses Any sexual
activity with a person who does
not consent or is unwilling is
prohibited.

Skateboarding/Rollerblading:
Skateboarding and/or
rollerblading is prohibited on the
sidewalks and steps of the
residence halls. Residents may
participate in this activity in the
parking lot if and only if they are
sufficiently distanced from
vehicles to avoid potentially
causing any damage.

Smoking:
within  all

Smoking is prohibited
residence halls,

including student rooms, public
areas and entryways. Garrett
College also maintains a Tobacco
Free Campus Policy, which
prohibits smoking in other areas
of Campus. A designated smok-
ing area is provided.

Solicitation: Solicitation and
sales of any service or product
door to door in a residence hall is
strictly prohibited. Solicitation
and sales by registered student
organizations of any service or
product in the lobby of a
residence hall must have
approval of the Residence Life
Office at least two (2) school days
in advance of the sale.
Commercial sales will not be
allowed from individual student
rooms or other areas within the
residence halls. Anyone
interested in selling within the
residence halls must come to the
Residence Life Office to receive

information about complying
with the sales policy. The
residents may not use the

residence hall rooms as a place of
business or for purposes of
solicitations or any purpose
other than as a residence.

Theft . Students shall respect the
property of the College, its
guests, and all members of the
College community. The taking
or possessing the property of

another without right or
permission is expressly
prohibited.

Traffic/Vehicle Use. Students

are permitted to have cars on
campus and park in the lots
outside of the residence halls;
however, a parking permit is
required. Because of the often
harsh winter weather, students
are especially encouraged to
drive carefully and take



hazardous road conditions into
account before venturing out.
Obstruction of the free flow of
pedestrian or vehicular traffic on
College premises (including the
Garrett Hall and Laker Hall
parking lots) or at College
sponsored or supervised
functions is prohibited.
Students must obey all
safety signs.
Students must not park in any
restricted areas.

Students
may not enter the residence halls
during hours when such
buildings, rooms or facilities are
locked, closed or posted
restricted access to the student
body and the public, is
prohibited.

Violence to Persons/Physical
or Verbal Assault . The College
will not tolerate acts of violence
to other persons by individuals

or groups. Students found
responsible for violence to
persons involving serious

physical injury shall be subject to
a recommendation of suspension
or expulsion from the College.

Physical abuse of any person (e.g. ,
fighting) is unacceptable.

Residents and guests may not
threaten violence to another
person.

Retaliation for physical assault or
abuse to onds self or on behalf of
another person.

Weapons or Explosives
Possession of firearms or
potentially dangerous weapons

st udent 0 sorekp®sves is oot perrkited on

College property. Any potentially
dangerous weapon including, but
not limited to rifles, pistols,

hunting knives, bowie knives,
martial arts weapons and live
ammunition are prohibited.

Fireworks are considered
explosive devices and are not
permitted on campus except
when approved by the College
administration for official

functions. Weapons such as a
dirk knife, switchblade knife, pen

knife with a blade exceeding
three inches, sand club,
blackjack, metal knuckles,
straight razor, paintball guns,
pellet gun, BB gun or any
weapon considered illegal by the
state of Maryland are also not
permitted on campus. Any object
employed in a violent manner
may be
weapon. 0 Stude
responsible for possession or use
of weapons or explosives may be
subject to removal from the

residence hall and/or suspension

or expulsion from the College.

Sﬁgggg SConduct
The Student Conduct Process is
outlined in the Student Conduct
Code, and is designed to be pri-
marily educative, and not punitive
in nature. Disciplinary outcomes
are determined by a meeting with
a disciplinary body, which is usu-
ally a Residence Life administra-
tor. In these meetings, responsibil-
ity is determined for each violation
based upon discussions with the
students, incident reports submit-
ted which accuse a violation, and
any other evidence or testimony
that the process allows; appropri-
ate sanctions are then applied.

Since the student conduct process
