• Track 1: Any 12 credits of Criminal Justice (CJ) course 300 or 400 level not used to meet other 
requirements. Open electives of 6 credit hours). 

• Track 2: Any 12 credits of BUSA or BTEC course 300 or 400 level. Open electives of 6 credit hours). 
• Track 3: Any 12 credits of course 300 or 400 level. Open electives of 6 credit hours). 
• Track 4: Choose 4 of the following: BUSA 310, BUSA 320, BUSA 330, BUSA 340, or BTEC 380. Two
